objectives of the University and for its overall growth and development.

The Registrar formally welcomed all the members and made a Power Point
Presentation on the activities of the Universitv.

The members shared their views and expressed their happiness and appreciations for
the efforts and dedication of the Vice Chancellor, Registrar, Finance Offrcer, Honorary
Professors, Guest Faculty and other officials of the University in laying a sound foundation to
the University and initiating several activities in the University within a short period inspite

of lacuna of staff and infrastructure. The members assured their cooperation in taking the

University to greater heights.

Thereafter, IWs. Kembavi Architects, who are one of the Architects chosen for
preparation of plans for construction of buildings in the new Campus for the University, was

invited to make a presentation on the Master Plan and the other building plans for the

University Campus. During the presentation, the Members sought certain clarificptions on
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Water conservation, provisions for solar energy, architectural heritage, STPs etc. and

suggested to plan the structures without disturbing the landscape.

Before taking up the agenda, the Executive Council unanimously resolved to place on

record its appreciation and thanks to the Expert Committee headed by Shri S.V. Ranganath,

IAS (Retd.), former Chief Secretary, Government of Kamataka for its excellent report for
recommending establishment of this University in the State of Karnataka, at Gadag.

Brief Report on the activities of the University.

The Karnataka State Rural Development and Panchayat Raj University was
established through the Act called "The Karnataka State Rural Development and
Panchayat Raj University Act, 2016" published in Karnataka Gazette dated 26th July
2016, for teaching, training and research on Sustainable Rural Development and
Panchayat Raj Institutions. This Act was enacted with an intention to strengthen
the local self-governance system and to give impetus for the study and research for
a comprehensive ruraldevelopment in the State of Karnataka.

At present the University is housed in a historic Raitha Bhavan building at
Gadag and has a Regional Office at Grameenabhivruddhi Bhavan, Ananda Rao
Circle, Bengaluru. The State Government has sanctioned / identified about 350
acres of land near Nagavi village, Gadag, for the construction of new Campus for the
University. So far around 215 acres of land has been acquired/procured for the
purpose and the process of acquiring the remaining land is under progress. The
University has empanelled two reputed Architects through e-tender process for
designing the Campus buildings and the construction of buildings is taken up in a
phased manner. At present construction of four buildings, Ytz., Replica of
Sabarmati Ashram, One School Building (SB-1), One Boys Hostel, Dining Hall
are under progress and Tenders have been floated for construction of a
Training Centre.

The University was formally inaugurated and foundation stone for
construction of New Campus was laid on 2nd March 2018 by the then Ho6'ble Chief
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Minister of Karnataka and the then Hon'ble RDPR Minister, in the august presence
of many other dignitaries.

The Salient Features of the University

1. The unique feature of this university is that the courses being offered in the
university are of interdisciplinary nature and are practical oriented than mere
theoretical, unlike those offered in conventional universities. The products of this
university will be ready to service the society without any additional training
requirement.

2. The graduates and post-graduates of the university will have ample employment
opportunities in co-operative institutions, agro-based industries both public and
private sector, Rural Development and Panchayat Raj Department. The training
and education they get will also make them self-employable through
entrepreneurial programs. The university has at present two centers of learning
and five schools of study.

3. To uphold the culture and heritage of villages which are losing their traces to
achieve Gandhiji dream of Gram Swaraj and to establish self esteemed
autonomous villages.

The University has at present two Centres and five Schools of Study

Two Gentres of the University are -
1. Centre of Research, lnnovation and Evaluation
2. Centre for Training, Publications & Supervision

Five Schools of Study of the University are -
1. School of Agribusiness Management and Management of Rural

Development.
2. School of Rural Development and Panchayat Raj.
3. School of Environmental Science, Public Health and Sanitation Management.
4. School of Social Science and Rural Reconstruction.
5. School of Skill and Entrepreneurship Development.

The said Centres and Schools will discharge their teaching, training, research and
extension activities.

Courses:
The University started functioning from the academic year 2017-18 with five

Postgraduate courses Viz., -
1. M.B.A (Rural Management / Agri-business Management / Enterprise

Management),
2. M.A.(Rural Development and Panchayat Raj / Rural Development and

Cooperative Management),
3. M.Sc., Geoinformatics,
4. M.S.W. (Community Development / Rural Reconstruction), and
5. M.Com (Entrepreneurship / Cooperative Management).

During the academic year 2018-19 two more
been started, Viz.,

1. M.P.H. (Master of Public Health) and
2. M.Sc. in Food Science and Technology.

Postgraduate Courses have
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At present 300 students including about 35 Panchayat Development Officers
(PDOs) are studying in the University. The University is planning to start various
Certificate, Diploma and Postgraduate Diploma Courses. Stress will be on providing
training to Rural Development and Panchayat Raj Department staff and Panchayat
Raj system members. To fulfil this objective, a separate Training Centre and Staff
Development Centre are being established.

FACULTY AND STAFF
The State Government vide Orders dated 11-05-2017 and 21-06-2017 have

created totally 172 posts (Teaching, Research, Non-teaching and technical) to the
University. Recruitments to these posts are yet to be made. To begin with, the
University has appointed senior Faculty as Honorary Professors / Visiting Professors
/ Guest Faculty. These Faculty members have earned reputation / distinction in their
fields of specializations through long years of dedicated service. They are
orientating, motivating and counselling our students mostly from rural areas.
Adequate number of full and part-time Guest Faculty have also been appointed.
Further, in-charge arrangements for the two posts of Directors of Centres have been
made. Prof. N. Sivanna, (Retired Professor of ISEC), Honorary Professor of the
University has been made in-charge of Director, Research, Innovation and
Evaluation, and the Registrar of the University is placed in-charge of the Director of
Training, Publication and Supervision of all Schools.

ACADEMIC AND OTHER ACTIVITIES
The University constituted various Expert Committees and conducted

meetings with the participation of experts from the reputed institutes / universities,
industrialists, field experts from social sector etc. from all over the country to design
and draft the Course contents of the Postgraduate courses offered in the University.

Along with academics, the University is also stressing on the personality
development of its students and has initiated various measures in this regard. Every
year, the University conducts English Communications Skills Development
programme in collaboration with the RlESl, Bengaluru. Besides, the University also
conducts National Level conferencesand workshops regularly. The students of the
University have actively participated in the Government's flagship Programme
Swachch Bharat Abhiyan and contributed to the success of the programme.

The University has initiated its activities, for the holistic development of
villages, by adopting five villages, namely, Binkadakatti, Hulkoti, Kalasapur, Kurtkoti
and Nagavi from the Gadag district. Three days Orientation Programme was
organised for the students to prepare them for the Village adoption programme.
Many district level officers of various Government Departments addressed the
students pertaining to the schemes, guidelines and the activities which can be taken
up during the students visit to the adopted villages. During the field visits to these
villages, awareness generation activities about Mother and Child health, Personal
hygiene, nutrition, benefits of usage of toilets, harmful effects of open defecation,
advantages of bank account, resource mapping, promotion of ruraltourism and rural
marketing, education and pension schemes for elderly and differently abled people
were conducted. Public meetings were organised to contemplate about these
situations and to find possible solutions.

WORKSHOPS / TRAINING PROGRAMMES / CONFERENCES
The University has organized several Workshops/Conferences and various

Training programmes like, EDUSAT of Indian lnstitute of Remote Sensing (llRS),
ISRO Outreach program, Software Training programme/Hands on Training
programme etc. for the benefit of students and teachers. /)
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A two-day National Conference on "Dynamics of Rural Development and
Panchayat Raj tnstitutions" was organized on 13th and 14th June 2018.

A two-day State level Thematic Workshop on "Water, Sanitation and Hygiene:
Approaches and Methods" was organized on Sth and 6th October 2018.

One day Seminar on "Gandhian Thoughts and Philosophy" was organized on
23'd October 2018 in association with Centre for Education and Social Studies
(CESS), Bengaluru.

The University is proposing to organize a National Seminar to
commemorate Ba-Bapu Sesquicentennial (1s0th) Birth Anniversary, entitled
"The UIV Susfa inabte Development Goals, Ba-Bapu and Civil Society", on 3oth,
31=t May and 1"t June 2019.

FACILITIES

The University has set up different Cells like, SC/ST Cell, Women's Grievance
Cell, Placement Cell etc, to provide the benefits of Government Schemes and
facilities to the students.

In collaboration with UNICEF Field Office, Hyderabad, a "Child Rights and
Governance Gell" has been established in order to implement the objectives of
UNICEF relating to protection of child rights and other schemes. Through this Cell, a
one-day Workshop for Teachers on "Local-self Government and Child Rights" was
organized on 1Oth April, 2019 in the University.

The University has made collaboration with the State Government, Quality
Council of India, New Delhi and Foundation for Quality lndia, Bengaluru to identify
"Smart Village" among the 1500 villages throughout the Karnataka State. The Smart
Villages will be identified by conducting a survey using various parameters of Smart
Villages and will be declared as smart villages on 2nd October 2019.

EXAMINATION & RESULTS
During the last academic year, the University has conducted First Semester

examinations, wherein 122 students have appeared, out of which 117 students have
passed achieving 96 % of results. In the Second Semester examinations, 117
students have appeared, out of which 114 have passed achieving 97.4o/o of results.

During the academic year 2018-19, the University has conducted First
Semester examinations, wherein 130 students have appeared (excluding FS&T),
out of which 127 students have passed achieving 97.7 % of results. In the Third
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Semester examinations, 112 students have appeared, out of which 108 have passed
achieving 96.4% of results.

APPROVAL OF REGULATIONS / ORDINANGES:
With the prior permission of the Chancellor and the State Government the first

Vice Chancellor has framed the following Regulations and Ordinances under Section

Section 56 of the Karnataka State Rural Development and Panchayat Raj
University Act, 2016 deals with Regulations.

The draft Regulations governing the Appointment and Promotion of Teachers
and other Academic Staff in the Karnataka State Rural Development and Panchayat
Raj University, Gadag and its Regional Centres as per the UGC Regulations, 2018,
framed by the First Vice Chancellor have been approved by the Academic Council in
its meeting held on 6th August 2018. However, they could not be submitted to the
Government as the issue of extension of revised UGC pay scales as per 7th Central
Pay Commission to the teachers and other academic staff of the Universities in
Karnataka was under consideration by the State Government. Now, the State
Government vide Order No. ED 483 UNE 2017, dated 16th March 2019 have issued
orders revising the existing pay scales of the Teachers, Librarians, Physical
Education and equivalent cadres in Universities in the State coming under the
purview of Higher Education Department with effect from 01 .01.2016. Therefore, the
draft Regulations governing the Appointment and Promotion of Teachers and other
Academic Staff in the Karnataka State Rural Development and Panchayat Raj
University, Gadag and its Regional Centres as per the UGC Regulations, 2018, as
approved by the Academic Council on 6th August 2018 have been modified by
adopting the revised UGC pay scales and other conditions as per above
Government Order dated 16'n March 2019 and the same (Sl.No.l) were placed
before the Academic Council in the meeting held on 26-04-2019 for re-consideration
and approval.

Further, consequent to framing of Regulations Governing the Appointment
and Promotion of Teachers and other Academic Staff in the Karnataka State Rural
Development and Panchayat Raj University, Gadag and its Regional Centres, 2019
as per the UGC Regulations of 2018, it has become necessary to have Regulations
relating to manner of conducting interview for appointment of Teachers and other
Academic Staff. Therefore, draft Regulations (Sl.No.ll) have been framed under
Section 56 read with Section 64 of the Karnataka State Rural Development and
Panchayat Raj University Act, 2016 as per UGC Regulations and were placed before
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the Academic Council in its meeting held on 26th April 2019 for consideration and
approval.

The draft Regulations listed above at Sl.No. lll, lV, V and Vl were approved by
the Academic Council in its meeting held on 6th August 2018 and the draft
Regulations at Sl. No. Vll, Vlll, lX and X were approved by the Academic Council in
its Special meeting held on 5th January 2019. The new draft Regulations at Sl.No. Xt,
Xll and Xlll have been placed in the Academic Council in its meeting held on
26-04-2019. The Proceedings of the Academic Council meeting will be provided in
the meeting.

The above draft Regulations considered by the Academic Council are placed
before the Executive Councilfor consideration and approval.

Reference Note:
The Ordinances Governing the Choice Based Credit System for Two Years

(Four semesters) Masters Degree Programmes in various Schools of the University,
have been assented by the Chancellor on 19-11-2018. Clause 18.2 of the
Ordinances contemplates that "The candidates who pass all the semester
examinations in the first attempts are eligible for ranks provided they secure at least
CGPA of 6.00 (Alpha-Sign Grade A). Clause 23 deals with "POWER TO REMOVE
DIFFICULTIES", ie., i) lf any difficulty arises in giving effect to the provisions of these
Ordinances, the Vice-Chancellor may by order make such provisions not
inconsistent with the Act, Sfafufes, Ordinances or other Regulations, as appears to
be necessary or expedient to remove the difficulty. ii) Every order made under this
rule shall be subject to ratification by the Appropriate University Authorities.

While declaring the results of PG examinations, a difficulty has arisen as to
the number of ranks to be declared in each P.G. Programme after successful
completion of two years Course by the students in all the semester examinations.
Normally, in all the conventional Universities in the State, three ranks ie., I Rank, ll
Rank and lll Rank, are declared based on the percentage of marks/CGPA secured
by the students in first attempt in all the semesters of the Postgraduate
Programmes/Courses.

In the above circumstances, the Vice Chancellor in exercise of the powers
conferred under Clause 23 (i) of the Ordinances Governing the Choice Based Credit
System for Two Years (Four semesters) Masters Degree Programmes in various
Schools of the University, by an Order No. RDPRU 01 ACA 2019, dated 22-02-2019
made a provision for declaration of Three Ranks Viz., First Rank, Second Rank
and Third Rank, in each of the Postgraduate Programme conducted in the
University based on the percentage of marks/CGPA secured by the candidates in

the examinations of all the Semesters of the Course in first attempt. A copy of the
said Order is attached as Annexure-A.
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The action taken by the Vice Chancellor as above, is placed before the
Executive Council for ratification.
