(1) Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in these Regulations,
the Executive Council/Vice-Chancellor may, as provided in Rule 15 of
Karnataka Civil Services (General Recruitment) Rules, 1977, make appointment
on contract against the sanctioned strength as per C & R Regulations to a post
in the University, of a person who in the opinion of the Executive Council /Vice-
Chancellor, in respect of posts belonging to Group-A and Group-B, and the
Vice-Chancellor in the case of Group-C and Group-D posts, as per Section 68 of
the Act, is able to discharge the duties of such post on such terms and
conditions as may be determined by agreement.

(2} The appointment on contract may be for a period of three years at a time.
However, on satisfactory performance, such persons may be reappeinted on
such terms and conditions as prescribed from time to time till such persons
attain the age of superannuation, with the approval of the Executive
Council/Vice-Chancellor as the case may be. The persons appointed on
contract basis shall be entitled for Basic Pay, D.A, H.R.A, and leaves applicable
for the respective post and not eligible for promotion, annual increment,
pension, CCA but are eligible for Provident Fund as per prevailing rules,

(3) The person appointed on contract shall give an undertaking to the effect
that he/she shall not claim for regularization /regular appointment on the basis
of contract appointment.
