Now, the State Government vide Order No. ED 483 UNE 2A17, dated 16th March
2019 have issued orders revising the existing pay scales of the Teachers, Librarians,
Physical Education and equivalent cadres in Universities in the State coming under the
purview of Higher Education Department with effect from 01 .01.2016. All the teaching
andother academic posts have been createdlsanctioned in the pre-revised UGC Scales o1
pay as were prevailed in the Higher Education Department. Thus the revised UGC Scales
of Pay are applicable to Teachers and other academic staff of RDPR University.

Therefore, the draft Regulations approved by the Academic Council on 6th August
2018 have been modified by adopting th.e revised UGC pay scales and other conditions as
per above Government Order dated 16'n March 2019 and the same is placed before the
Academic Council for consideration and approval.

The Ordinances Governing the Choice Based Credit System for Two Years (Four
semesters) Masters Degree Programmes in various Schools of the University, have been
assented by the Chancellor on 19-11-2018. Clause 18.2 of the Ordinances contemplates
that "The candidates who pass all the semester examinations in the first attempts are
eligible for ranks provided they secure at least CGPA of 6.00 (Alpha-Sign Grade A).
Clause 23 deals with "POWER TO REMOVE DIFFICIJLTIES", ie., i) tf any difficutty arises
in giving effect to the provisions of these Ordinances, the Vice-Chancellor may by order
make such provisions not inconsistent with the Act, Sfafufes, Ordinances or other
Regulations, as appears to be necessary or expedient to remove the difficutty. ii) Every
order made under this rule shall be subject to ratification by the Appropriate tJniversity
Authorities.

While declaring the results of PG examinations, a difficulty has arisen as to the
number of ranks to be declared in each P.G. Programme after successful completion of
two years Course by the students in all the semester examinations. Normally, in all the
conventional Universities in the State, three ranks ie., I Rank, ll Rank and lll Rank, are
declared based on the percentage of marks/CGPA secured by the students in first attempt
in all the semesters of the Postgraduate Programmes/Courses.

In the above circumstances, the Vice Chancellor in exercise of the powers
conferred under Clause 23 (i) of the Ordinances Governing.the Choice Based Credit
System for Two Years (Four semesters) Masters Degree Programmes in various Schools
of the University, by an Order No. RDPRU 01 ACA 2019, dated 22-02-2019 made a
provision for declaration of Three Ranks Viz., First Rank, Second Rank and Third
Rank, in each of the Postgraduate Programme conducted in the University based on the
percentage of marks/CGPA secured by the candidates in the examinations of all the
Semesters of the Course in first attempt. A copy of the said Order is attached as
Annexure-A.

Reference Note:

A meeting of the Board of Studies (BoS) in Master of Public Health (M.P.H) was
hefd on 31" January 2019 in the University Office at Gadag. The BoS has reviewed and
made certain modifications in the syllabi for the M.P.H. Course as per the model
curriculum of Ministry of Health and Family Welfare and in the eligibility criteria for
admission to M.P.H Course. The Proceedings of the BoS meeting are placed before the
Academic Council for consideration and approval.

Further, it is submitted that as per the modified eligibility criteria for admission to
M.P.H. Course (Agenda No.2 of BoS Proceedings), any graduate may apply for this
program, but preference may be given to those who have health field experience. During
the academic year 2018-19 a few B.A.M.S., B.H.M.S. and B.D.S. graduates have taken
admission to M.P.H. Course. They are requesting the University to issue their Marks
Cards and Degree Certificates of M.P.H. Course prefixing "Dr." to their names, as they are
already Doctors before their admission to this course. In the normal course, University
issues marks cards and degree certificates to the graduate students indicating the names
as appeared in their PUC/SSLC Marks cards. lt is to be mentioned here that in the Rajiv
Gandhi University of Health Sciences, Bengaluru, the Marks Cards and Degree
Certificates for M.P.H. (Honors) graduates are issued by prefixing "Dr." to the names of
candidates as all the students getting admission to this course are degree holders in
different Health Sciences. In the circumstances, the request of such students to issue the
M.P.H. Marks Cards and Degree Certificates prefixing "Dr." to their names is placed before
the Academic Council for consideration. For other graduate students other than health
Sciences, their marks cards will be issued as per their names appeared in
SSLC/PUC/Deg ree Certificates.
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Resolution:

The Academic Council approved the Proceedings and recommendations of the
meeting of the Board of Studies in Public Health (M.P.H) held on 31"t January
2019. lt was further resolved to approve the proposal to issue Marks Cardi
and Degree Certificates to M.P.H. graduate with Health Science
background/degrees by prefixing "Dr." to their names.
